This grant will support the continuation of two
programs, one of which sends ten professionals to train for a year in the United States,
and the other for 40 students to train in English, computer science, and tourism at the
Khampa Ingtitute in Dhartsedo.

The
project will provide small grants to help with the establishment of township and village
motorcycle repair enterprises and provide them with their initial stock of tools and
motorcycle spare parts. Training will be conducted at the Nakchu Vocationa Training
Center, while main responsibility for the selection of trainees and support to the
establishment of township and village enterprises will rest with the staff of the Nakchu
Poverty Alleviation Office.

Under this grant, the John W. McCormack Graduate School of Policy Studies of the
University of Massachusetts, Boston, in cooperation with the Massachusetts Judges
Conference, a private association of over 400 sitting and retired Massachusetts state
judges, continue its ongoing Moot Court Project in China. Project activities use moot
court criminal trials and procedural demonstrations to focus on issues such as. motions to
suppress evidence; restraining orders due to domestic violence; admissibility of
confessions; the use and misuse of expert testimony; judicia review of labor regulatory
agencies; bail hearings; and the right to a speedy trial. Trial activities will include cross-
examination of police officers and demonstrations of how the American open discovery
process works. The group will aso schedule corruption trials, to show the importance of
countering corruption and the intricacies of addressing this type of crime.
