SEVIS UPDATE REMINDERS

Subpart F - CFR 62.70(b) Current U.S. address:  
Sponsors shall ensure that the actual current U.S. address of all 

sponsored participants is reported in SEVIS under ñCurrent U.S. Addressò.  

A sponsor's failure to update the actual  U.S. address information within 21 days 

of a move may be grounds for revocation of their Exchange Visitor Program status.  

Site of Activity Update:  
The names and addresses of the schools exchange students are currently 

attending should be updated in SEVIS under the ñSite of Activityò.  

Sponsor Profile Update:
Designated sponsors are urged to update their program profile 

information in SEVIS.  The contact information of ROs and AROs 

must be updated in SEVIS to facilitate communications between the 

sponsor and the Department.   



REPORTING REQUIREMENTS

Why?Because regulation requires ité

Subpart B ïSpecific Program Provisions 

22 CFR 62.25 Secondary School Students 

(m) Reporting Requirements.
Sponsors must immediately report to the Department any incident or allegation involving the 

actual or allegedsexual exploitation or abuse of an exchange student participant. 

Sponsors must also report such allegations as required by local or state statute or regulation. 

Subpart A  - General Provisions 

22 CFR 62.13 Notification Requirements

(b) Serious problem or controversy.
Sponsors shall inform the Department of State promptly by telephone (confirmed promptly 

in writing) or facsimile of any serious problem or controversy which could be expected to 

bring the Department of State or the sponsor's exchange visitor program into notoriety

or disrepute.

Ä Initiated to determine extent of non-

compliance with Criminal Background Check 

requirement

Ä Stand-in until DOS Audit adopted

Ä Provides historical data

Ä Identifies problem areas

Ä Tool for sponsor self-evaluation and 

adjustment of operating procedures



What Do We Use DRs For?

Ä Provides framework in which to evaluate 

other operational information

Ä So far ïnot the basis of sanctions J

Ä Expect to see increasing trends of compliance

Ä 66% compliant in each category

But, all students are at risk!



Hereôs How It Really Works!

Ä 47% compliance in ñComplete Recordsò

Â 53% of all student files were not 100% compliant

Ä 28,000 students in 2007-2008

Â 14,840 joined unscreened families, entered 
without schools, or werenôt notified of placement

Â 9,800 joined unscreened families or entered 
without schools

What Does ñTimelyò Mean?

Ä Initial Placements:  

Â Documents must be dated (i.e., screening function 
must be performed) beforeexchange visitor 
departs from home country

Ä Subsequent Placements:  

Â Documents must be dated beforeexchange visitor 
joins the host family

Ä Beforemeans:

Â The day before departing and/or joining
